All coaches, chaperones and team staff must be in possession of a poolside pass to access the event.
This must be worn at all times in the venue. It is mandatory that anyone applying for a poolside pass
must have a valid and in date DBS, safeguarding training in line with Wavepower 2024 V2 and
appropriate qualifications. Chaperones for para swimmers are to be on a 1:1 basis.
